4. Your Rights:
You have the right to: 
Request access to the personal information we hold about you.
Request correction of any inaccurate information.
Request that we stop processing your data or restrict processing.
Request that we transfer your data to another controller (data portability).

5. Data Retention:
We will retain your personal information only as long as necessary to fulfil the purposes for which it was collected, or as required by law.
